Sunday: 23:00 to 23:30.

ii.  Hours Open to the Public:
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Monday to Thursday: 08:00 to 00:00.
Friday to Saturday: 08:00 to 00:30.
Sunday: 08:00 to 23:30.

iii. To add to the licence all the conditions proposed by the Police and agreed by
the Applicant.

iv.  The extractor fan is not to be used past 11pm Monday to Sunday.

v.  There are to be no walk-in takeaway orders past 10:30pm Monday to Sunday.
A copy of this Committee’s full decision including its reasons and the full text of the
conditions added to the licence will be sent to the parties forthwith.

If the Applicant or any person who has made a relevant representation is unhappy

with the decision, they are entitled to appeal to the magistrates’ court within 21 days
from the date of notification of the full decision
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
